National VOAD: Haiti Earthquake Situation Report (Updated!)		January 13, 2010
· Overview: 
A 7.0 magnitude earthquake occurred 10 miles southwest of Port-au-Prince, Haiti (capital city) on January 12, 2010; at 4:53 p.m. EST. The earthquake occurred at a depth of 6.2 miles. Aftershocks continue to occur. A Tsunami Watch was issued for Haiti, Cuba, Bahamas, and the Dominican Republic on January 12, 2010 at 5:03 p.m. EST, but was subsequently cancelled at 6:45 p.m. EST. Current media reports indicate collapsed buildings including hospitals and government buildings, and that the earthquake was felt as far away as Cuba. The full extent of damage is unknown at this time. 

· US Government Response: 
· Under the U.S. Department of State Office of Foreign Disaster Assistance (OFDA), US&R task forces from Fairfax County, VA and Los Angeles County, CA will deploy to Haiti to provide search and rescue assistance. (NWS; NOAA; USGS)
· FEMA  - Monitoring the situation and FEMA Senior Leadership is aware of the ongoing catastrophe.FEMA is not in a position to respond internationally, and there have been no formal requests for Federal Assistance; however, U.S State Department (DOS) has stated the U.S. will provide both military and civilian disaster assistance to Haiti.
· [bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]FEMA NRCC  - Activated to Level II 24/7  as of 1500. NRCC Watch/Steady State; 24/7. The NRCC Watch continues to monitor the progress of Haiti Earthquake.Mass evacuation and care plan being developed to accommodate approximately 50,000 evacuees.
· FEMA MERS - ADVON to deploy. Frederick, MD activated to support Urban Search and Rescue (USAR). Thomasville, GA- Two packs ground to Homestead, FL.  
· USAR - US&R VA-1 deployed on ground, CA-2 enroute ETA tomorrow morning. FL-1 and FL-2 staged and awaiting transportation. Six additional teams are in the queue. Awaiting request from the DOS on other USAR requirements.
· US Coast Guard (USCG) - Two cutters arrive today in Haiti. One cutter at Guantanamo Bay and available to transport supplies. Two fixed wing aircraft currently performing over flight assessments. USS Comfort will arrive in five days.
· DHHS - One DHHS employee unaccounted for. Four Disaster Medical Assistance Teams (DMATs) and Four Disaster Mortuary Assistance Teams (DMORTs) are activated awaiting transportation. Two fixed Four Disaster Medical Assistance Teams (DMATs) and Four Disaster Mortuary Assistance Teams (DMORTs) are on standby. Donations are being handled through websites (www.usaid.gov and www.cidi.org)
· USSOUTHCOM - Activated Crisis Action Team (VAT) to assess situation in response to DOS implementation of Disaster Response Plan Activated to Level II Dayshift  as of 0800

· Member Response:
· Southern Baptist Convention/NAMB – Currently in planning process, receiving information from associates currently in Haiti.
· Jewish Federations of North America – Planning to work with partner agency, JDC, who will be opening a mailbox and working locally on the ground.
· Mennonite Central Committee (sister agency of Mennonite Disaster Service) – They currently have 23 staff on the ground doing relief, education, and long term development work.

· United Methodist Committee On Relief (UMCOR) - Will have a response. They have many volunteer teams on the ground there now and are in process of redirecting their efforts.   UMCOR Deputy Secretary Sam Dixon was in Port-au-Prince when the quake hit.   They have coordination meetings today.
· Feed the Children - Prepared food boxes and emergency tents that are ready for transport.  They are working through numerous sources in an attempt to secure transportation and have had offers from on-the-ground partners to assist with distribution. Their staff in Port Au Prince is accounted for, but the extent of damages to the facilities is unknown.
· Habitat for Humanity International - An assessment team from Habitat International is joining local staff for damage assessments. Habitat’s response will focus on shelter and housing assistance geared to permanent recovery. 
· American Red Cross - Will be working with Red Cross partners in Haiti and with the International Federation of Red Cross and Red Crescent Societies. At this time, the American Red Cross has released $200,000 for immediate response action. It is making available all the relief supplies at its warehouse in Panama (enough for 5,000 families) in support of relief efforts. These supplies include blankets, kitchen sets, and water containers to meet immediate needs of survivors. They are sending a disaster specialist immediately to Haiti to support response efforts. They have several experienced disaster specialists standing by to be deployed if requested. They have staff on the ground in Haiti and are working to obtain information on the situation. The American Red Cross will continue to monitor the situation and communicate with the Haiti Red Cross and International Federation for future immediate action.
· International Committee of the Red Cross and Red Crescent: Teams on the ground have been able to move around the affected areas and are responding to the best of their ability to the numerous needs. Cellular phones have started to function but their use is erratic due to the overloading of the network. The ICRC has launched a Family Links Website aimed at enabling persons in Haiti and abroad to register the names of relatives with whom they are striving to restore contact. It will progressively incorporate information offering responses to those queries.Persons seeking news from their loved ones can therefore register the name of the sought persons directly on the site at: http://www.icrc.org/familylinks
· World Vision - Teams are already on the ground and will provide immediate relief. Additional team members will be deployed as well.
· CRWRC – Currently has several community development programs ongoing in Haiti and the Dominican Republic.  All of their people are safe, and they are currently organizing our response to the earthquake disaster.  An appeal has gone out to their churches for financial support, and US based program staff will be heading to the island on Friday to further the effort.  They will help to develop our long term response.
· Catholic Relief Services (sister agency to Catholic Charities) – Currently has an office on the ground.

· Tzu Chi Foundation - Gathering relief goods from neighboring countries. Tzu Chi team members and the medical team are on standby. The relief team will be on the road once the travel plan is finalized. They are continuing to communicate with their local contact and are gathering relief information. They will post all the related relief efforts on their web site www.us.tzuchi.org.
· World Hope International –World Hope International (WHI) is mobilizing its 60-strong Haitian staff and community volunteers to respond with food, safe water, cooking fuel and other basic supplies as available.  As the work of first responders ebbs, WHI will expand its response by mobilizing U.S. volunteers to assist the Haitian staff and communities in clean-up and rebuilding.  WHI responds to natural disasters where it has the national staff and capacity (as it does in Haiti) to do so effectively.   WHI first began in Haiti in 1996 and presently implements a large-scale HIV/AIDS program funded by USAID.
· ACTS World Relief – Plans to collaborately deploy with World Vision.     
· Convoy of Hope - Has been on the ground prior to this event for a number of years with feeding programs serving about 7000 kids a day and have a team there now. They have been in contact with them in Port Au Prince, and they are working to feed and give water from their warehouse there. They are working today to get another team deployed as soon as possible and will update as that is available. As an ESF 15 Support Agency to the State of Florida they have been in contact with the state in support of any plans they have for their operations.
· Latter Day Saints Charities (LDS) - The LDS Church already has people on the ground in Haiti who will be overseeing relief efforts.  They will be holding a conference call this morning with our leaders in Haiti and the Dominican Republic to determine their response.   They are still in the assessment phase.  They will most likely be sending a plane of relief supplies as soon as they can receive the necessary approvals.   LDS is planning on a long-term relief effort.  
· The Salvation Army – Has been working in Haiti since 1950 and currently operates schools, clinics, a hospital, feeding programs, children's homes and church-related activities. At this time they are attempting to contact their workers in Haiti to ensure their safety and begin an assessment of immediate needs. Their hospital in Fond-des-Negres (75 miles west of Port-au-Prince) has some minor damage, but no injuries.  They have learned that some their buildings there have collapsed.  They operate 2 schools with over 1500 students in Port-au-Prince; one of the schools would have been in session when the earthquake hit. These schools and a home run by the Salvation Army are less than a 5 minute drive from the Haitian National Palace. Major George Polarek, Assistant Director for Salvation Army's World Services Office is deploying today to Haiti to assist the local members in the recovery efforts, in setting up TSA's command center and to conduct immediate needs assessments. The Salvation Army’s World Services Office, based in Alexandria, VA, has committed $50,000 to the relief effort and the organization is prepared to commit more financial resources, as well as food, water and other emergency supplies, to assist in the recovery. The organization is preparing to send more than 44,000 lbs of pre-packaged emergency rations to the country, along with emergency disaster teams. They are working with other agencies to identify appropriate transportation for the food. 
· Episcopal Relief & Development - The international side of ER&D is providing emergency funds to Haiti. They have programs in country already and have an extensive network there via the Episcopal Diocese of Haiti. The program details will be worked out over the coming days and weeks.
· Hands on Disaster Response - Will have an assessment team in Haiti early next week to evaluate the needs and determine the extent of HODR's involvement.
· Hope Worldwide - Has a clinic in Haiti and is putting together their response team. They have 300 volunteers in Haiti already. 
· Billy Graham Rapid Response Team - A team of RRT chaplains and a Samaritan's Purse incident Management Team are presently enroute to Haiti on a chartered plane with supplies and medical kits, and will be making further assessments upon arrival.
· Save the Children - Save the Children is on the ground staging a large scale response.  They have had a permanent presence in Haiti since the mid-1980’s.  They intend to stage a multi-sector response, addressing the comprehensive needs of children.
· Lutheran World Federation (sister agency for Lutheran Disaster Response) - The Evangelical Lutheran Church in America (ELCA) is working primarily through Lutheran World Federation, which had an existing development presence on the island prior to the quake.  Thankfully, the offices and staff of Lutheran World Relief have been relatively unaffected.  At this point, staff there are primarily focused on issues of water safety and sanitation, assisting with medical triage needs, and providing emergency sheltering. ELCA Disaster Response has already authorized $250,000 to assist with immediate needs in Haiti. 
· United Church of Christ – Trying to make contact with our partners and Global Ministries mission personnel in Haiti, but as of Tuesday late evening, have not yet had direct contact.  They have received word that a Disciples of Christ group from the Tennessee Region which is visiting their partner CONASPEH in Haiti are all safe. Initial emergency response grants from One Great Hour of Sharing funds have been approved and attempts will be made to transfer the funds to CONASPEH and House of Hope beginning Wednesday morning.
